RESOLUTION
ON PROMOTING PARLIAMENTARY DIPLOMACY FOR REGIONAL SECURITY
Draft Resolution Sponsored by Russian Federation
We, the parliamentarians of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF), gathering in Bangkok, Thailand, for the 30th Annual Meeting of the APPF under the theme Parliaments and the Post-COVID-19 Sustainable Development:
Applying the principles stipulated in the UN Charter, the ASEAN Charter, the Treaty of Amity and Cooperation in Southeast Asia (Bali Treaty), the Declaration of the East Asia Summit on the Principles for Mutually Beneficial Relations (Bali Principles), as well as generally recognized norms and principles of international law, including the principles of sovereign equality of states, non-use of force or the threat of force, non-intervention in the internal affairs of states, equality and self-determination of peoples, 
Referring to the APPF resolutions on political and security issues in the Asia-Pacific region (APR) adopted at previous APPF meetings, including the Resolution on Parliamentary Leadership for Peace and Security in the Asia-Pacific and Beyond (APPF29/RES/01) adopted in Seoul, Republic of Korea, in 2021, the Resolution on Building Trust for Peace, Security and Sustainable Development in the Region (APPF28/RES/13), adopted in Canberra, Australia, in 2020 and the Resolution on Promoting Parliamentary Diplomacy for Peace, Security and Prosperity in the Region and the World (APPF26/RES/05), adopted in Hanoi, Vietnam, in 2018,
Noting the importance of such regional forums and organizations as the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC), the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO), the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), the ASEAN Regional Forum (ARF), the East Asia Summit (EAS) and welcoming the development of interaction between them, as well as inter-parliamentary structures in the region and beyond,
Understanding that the role of the Asia-Pacific region in the world politics and economy is constantly increasing and becoming one of the defining vectors of the development of international relations, 
Noting that effective regulation of security issues is the cornerstone of maintaining peace and sustainable development, as well as an important tool for conflict prevention and resolution, which generally contributes to increasing the level of trust in the Asia-Pacific region,
Continuing active work on the formation of an open, transparent, inclusive and based on universally recognized norms and principles of international law, including the principle of equality, architecture of equal and indivisible security in the Asia-Pacific region,
Expressing general interest in preserving the nuclear non-proliferation regime, as well as in not deploying new types of weapons and in reducing military activity in the Asia-Pacific region,
Taking into account the need to comprehensively redouble efforts to strengthen multilateral diplomacy, in particular parliamentary diplomacy, as the main means of achieving peace and security in the Asia-Pacific region,
Recognizing that parliamentary diplomacy is becoming an important factor in international relations, and sometimes it is the only possible tool for reaching agreement when official diplomacy comes to a standstill,
Emphasizing the important role of parliamentarians in combating glorification of Nazism, neo-Nazism and other practices that contribute to fuelling contemporary forms of racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intolerance,
Expressing commitment to the increasing role of the APPF as an authoritative inter-parliamentary forum that promotes peace, security, stability and prosperity in the Asia-Pacific region and in the world,
RESOLVE TO:
1. Reaffirm the conviction that the emerging security and cooperation architecture in the Asia-Pacific region should be open, transparent, inclusive and based on universally recognized norms and principles of international law to ensure peace, security, stability and prosperity of the peoples of the Asia-Pacific region;
2. Make all necessary efforts to prevent any armed conflicts between any states, especially those with military nuclear capabilities, including to assist in addressing existing concerns through dialogue and consultations, increasing the level of mutual trust and strengthening common security; 
3. Confirm that parliamentary diplomacy is an extremely popular tool of international politics, which is able to strengthen trust between states and help in reaching compromise solutions to acute interstate problems;
4. Increase efforts of parliamentary diplomacy in ensuring peace, security and stability, economic integration, promoting growth, sustainable development and prosperity in the Asia-Pacific region, resolving regional conflicts and disputes, preventing the proliferation of nuclear weapons and other weapons of mass destruction and the arms race;
5. Use the potential of the parliamentarians of the APPF Member Countries to combat glorification of Nazism, neo-Nazism and other practices that contribute to fuelling contemporary forms of racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intolerance;
6. Call upon the APPF Member Countries to strengthen cooperation with international and regional organizations to counter current security challenges related to international terrorism, transnational crime, drug trafficking, cyber security threats;
7. Confirm the commitment of the APPF Member Countries to an equal and meaningful inter-parliamentary dialogue with a view to its intensification in order to solve the most acute problems, in particular, to overcome the consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic as soon as possible;
8. Call upon the APPF Member Countries to abandon the use of any unilateral restrictive measures that contradict the decisions of the UN Security Council, which in general will have a positive impact on expanding cooperation in the field of security and the stability of the world order;
9. Continue enhancing the role of the APPF as a reputable and globally recognized international parliamentary forum.
