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Executive Summary

This report consists of a comprehensive discussion of the use of alternative and
renewable energy for sustainable development in Thailand with a specific emphasis on
the key concepts of sustainable energy. It is essential for every country to ensure that
all its citizens have the ability to access affordable, reliable, sustainable and modern
forms of energy to achieve the goal of sustainable development (Goal 7). The research
in this report is also based on an analysis of the world’s current resources and
consumption of energy, both domestic and international, including those countries in
the ASEAN. The examination of sustainable energy is based on three core dimensions
that form the World Energy Council’s energy trilemma, namely, energy security, energy
equity and environmental sustainability.

The purpose of this study is to examine the current status of Thailand’s energy
resources and consumption and then recommend some policies to promote
sustainable energy. It begins with an examination of the basic law of the land in the
current Thai Constitution, the Government Policy Statement B.E.2557, which was
promulgated on the 12" September, as well as Thailand’s Power Development Plan
and legislation related to energy. It is argued that Thailand’s energy laws and policies
are largely obsolete and totally inadequate to achieve its long-term goal of
sustainable development. This is because the current laws and policies only focus on
alternative energy, whereas energy efficiency and renewable energy are defined as the
major pillars of sustainable energy.

This leads to the conclusion that Thailand should work to strengthen its policy
goals and objectives with a view to promoting sustainable energy by implementing the

key policies shown below.

Policy Recommendations for Promoting Sustainable Energy in Thailand

Issues
Implementation of laws and regulations for renewable

energy.

Recommendations/Remarks
The current Thai regulatory framework is only concerned with alternative energy, not
renewable energy. Thus, Thailand is recommended to work on the implementation of

laws and regulations for renewable energy.

Institution of organisational apparatus to oversee the

issues related to renewable energy.

The effectiveness of laws and regulations is determined by efficient institutional support.
Therefore, it is recommended that Thailand establish a number of public and private
institutions to support renewable energy. One of the practical solutions is to establish a
public organisation that operates under the auspices of the Ministry of Energy to deal with
issues related to renewable energy in collaboration with the International Renewable

Energy Agency (IRENA).

Design of a national policy and strategy to promote
sustainable energy.

It is also recommended that Thailand design a national policy and strategy with the aim of
promoting sustainable energy. Specifically, it should propose targets for renewable energy
and energy efficiency, which are said to be the twin pillars of sustainable energy. This
national policy plan should include short-long-term measures to support the country’s
objective to promote sustainable energy, similar to the initiatives of the EU and other
ASEAN member States.

Monitoring the compliance of the Executives by the

Parliament.

The aforementioned well-designed law and policy would have little impact on
development without being implemented and regulated by the State. This requires a
degree of political will and effective democracy by Parliament. Thus, it is suggested that
Parliament can play a vital role by overseeing the actions of government agencies and

evolving as a mechanism to scrutinise and comment on government actions.
